Saturdays and Wednesdays:  June 23, 26, 30; Jul 7, 10, 14, 17, 21, 24, 28, 31; Aug 4, 7, 
11, 14, 18, 21, 25, 28; & Sept 1.  Meet at River S Unit Kiosk.  We will pull ricefield bulrush 
(the highest priority wetland invasive plant threat on the refuge) and other species, bag plants, 
and load on to a truck for removal.
