Hors d’oeuvres/ crudités and
non-alcoholic drinks will be served. The Woodland Rotary Club will be assisting with
the welcoming and seating of guests.

The dinner is expected to be a semi-formal plated served sit down dinner complete with
china and linens. The menu is expected to include salad and rolls, two entrée selections,
with side dishes. Dessert will also be served.

A possibility of non-alcoholic drink toast may be added to the event during dessert to
toast the communities past and future.

The entertainment for the evening will include numerous displays and live musical
entertainment including local musicians, with a specially produced a historical
slideshow /video production of the community.
